Our Mee'ngs 
 
The Surrey Ladies Network holds a monthly lunch mee7ng in Walton-on-Thames. These 
mee7ngs take place on the 3rd Wednesday of the month, with the excep7on of August and 
December.  
 
Mee7ngs will consist of 7me for informal chat with other members as well as a presenta7on 
from one of our members or an outside speaker on topics which are of interest to the group.

Fees 
 
There is a monthly membership fee of £20 per person. This is payable on either a monthly 
basis or upfront for the en7re year. Fees cover our lunch mee7ngs as well as any socials we 
run in the summer or around Christmas 7me.  
 
If you are paying monthly, fees must be paid before the date of the mee7ng and are 
applicable even if you do not aFend. We are keen to keep aFendance in a strong place and 
feel the commitment to our regular meet ups is important for both your growth and the 
growth of all our members.  
 
 
A-endance  
 
As noted above, we encourage a regular monthly aFendance at our mee7ngs. We 
understand that life oNen throws a spanner in the works, so we do not make aFendance 
mandatory. However, if you are paying monthly and are unable to make our mee7ngs for 
three months in a row, we will consider this forfeiture of your place in the group and open 
your spot to someone else.  
 
If you have paid yearly and miss three mee7ngs in a row, your membership will come under 
review once your paid year is completed.  
 
These terms are solely in the interest of keeping the group running and ac7ve. Extenua7ng 
circumstance will be considered if a long-term absence is an7cipated on your part.
